Procedures for parents/carers of all classes visiting the site to share lunch with their children:

e On arrival at school, at the allocated time, you will be greeted by a member of staff and
directed to the area designated for lunch.

e Your child/children will then be sent to join you by a member of staff.

e Lunch will be brought to adults and pupils will line up as usual.

o A maximum of 2 Parents/Carers will be allowed per child.

¢ No younger siblings should attend.

¢ A maximum of two households may sit together, away from others.

¢ Face masks must be worn when walking on the site; these can be removed when seated.

e Hand sanitiser should be used on entry and on leaving the site.

¢ You must remain socially distanced from other children and adults.

¢ Should you need to use the facilities whilst on site, please notify staff on duty who will direct
you.
